Antonio Meucci -- the true inventor of the telephone
-- his wife Esterre and their longtime houseguest,
the Italian general, Giuseppe Garibaldi.

Located in the heart of Rosebank, Staten Island, the
Garibaldi-Meucci Museum is an historic country
cottage that was built in the 1840s in a Gothic revival
style very popular at the time.

Antonio Meucci is responsible for countless
inventions still in use today but none more popular
and life changing than the telephone.

We invite you to learn about the growing
development of the telephone with our school
program "Telephone Through the Ages" or learn
about famous inventors of the past centuries in our
"Young Inventors” program. We have exhibits that
showcase Meucci's model of the telephone, and the
preserved bedroom of General Garibaldi, the
founding father of Italy.
